From Fallon, Nevada, Jack Elmer Barnes, My Story

I'was born in Kansas in 1931. My family moved to California when I was 4 years old. It
took a couple of years before they could buy a small dairy in Oakdale, California where I
grew up.

I purchased my first Milking Shorthorn at the California State Sale in November of
1944. That purchase launched my dairy career.

I milked 15 to 25 Mllklng Shorthorn cows, selling grade B milk and we also followed the
R show circuit from Pomona to the Cow Palace and state
fair!

In 1963, I moved to Nevada where there was no
-] market for grade B milk, so I switched to a cow-calf
~ operation, staying with the old-fashioned dual-
purpose native cattle.
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We currently run about 30 pairs, all native, mostly
polled. They are double-registered in AMSS and ASA.

We have two herd bulls, one purchased from Alvin
Roy in Carlton, Oregon, and the other is home grown
; . S %™ on our ranch. Both bulls have been collected and we

hope to further the breedlng of Native Milking Shorthorn cattle in the future!

ST TSRS 0ads of MS enthusiasts arrived at the farm to enjoy
seeing over a hundred red, white and roans on a green pasture in April!
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In 1985 an additional facility with increased housing and milking capacity and several
homes was purchased to accommodate the growing milking herd. Located just outside
Dixon and seven miles from the other farm, we were able to milk over 200 head while con-
tinuing to pasture and grow hay and silage on the original property. In 1988 when Washing-
ton hosted the AMSS convention in Portland we were pleased that a large contingent of at-
tendees came by AMTRAK or car to visit our new facility. Again in 1995 when California
hosted the AMSS convention a farm tour at the Innisfail Dairy was on the schedule.

Just two years ago, facing increased county and state regulations and urban pres-
sures, it became apparent we should consider relocating the Innisfail Herd operation to a
more rural environment with upgraded facilities. Our new dairy is 100 miles north of Davis
near a town of 6,900+ residents that is much more conducive to agriculture. We now ship

our milk to a Land O6 Lakes creamery along with :
owned and operated for years. We have all the services we need nearby to serve the local

dairy industry, so itbs a blessing to be out of t
dairy support.

We invite one and all to come see us at our new location! It has plenty of free stalls
for 150+ milking cows in 3 strings, a trigon milking parlor that milks 12 at a time and covered
corral space for 150 head of calves, heifers and dries. We have land enough to double crop
oat and corn silage along with some minimal pasture space.

NORAN SHAVER 1903 - 1987 -- Mysha Herd

Noran and wife Myrl, came to Iowa from Missouri in 1927, with their 3
oldest children, Lawrence, Harold and Phyllis, looking for work. It was the
beginning of the depression, and times were very hard. He first worked in a
factory on the Mississippi pouring molded iron, and fished for many meals.
Then he heard a hired man was wanted at New Providence, Iowa via a rela-
tive that was working in the area. So , they traveled to New Providence,
where he was offered the job. Milking 40 cows by hand, doing the farm
work with horses, for $25.00 a month. BUT, they had a house to live in,
milk, meat, chickens and a garden. He had grown up on a farm in Missouri,
oldest of 13 children, and had to drop out of school in the 6th grade to help
support the family. As a young boy, coming home from school one day, he
met the grocer, leading the family cow away from their home. He tried to
stop him to no avail, ran home to tell his Dad, but he said, we owe bills,
and this is how we can pay them. It was December, and the cow was going
to have a calf, and milk and cream, and this would be their Christmas. Dad
said at that time, he made up his mind, he never would be without cattle
some day.

The farm at New Providence, was owned by Ralph Clampitt, and the cattle
to be milked were beautiful Milking Shorthorns. Ralph was the father of
Harry Clampitt, the farm was known as Edgewood Farm. After a few A True Milking Shorthorn Pioneer
months, Dad went to Mr. Clampitt, and said he really needed $35. a month

to pay bills, which he was given. Dad said he did not think Ralph had the

cash, but had a daughter (Mable) teaching school, and probably got t he

$10. extra from her. (Mable is still living, 97 years old).
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Noran Shaver continued.

Dad was up at 4:00 every day, and ended the day at 10:00, and enjoyed working for Mr Clampitt and especially
the cattle. The dairy barn had 40 stantions, 20 on each side, water fountains, steel rail calf pens, a basement for
a furnace, main floor had shower and stool, 3rd floor office, phone, bed and storage for seed corn, (I can still
smell that room)4th floor hay. The calf pens and horse barn, with 4 teams tied in, were my "play mates" grown-
ing up, as I was born there in 1937. After the first 7 years, as a hired man with Ralph, Mr. Clampitt asked Dad if
he would like to go stock shares!! Dad had so much respect for Mr. Clampitt, and this was like manna from
heaven. Mr . Clampitt gave Dad the first choice of cows, then they took turns choosing. In a few years, Dad had
his share paid off, and after another 7 years, left the Clampitt farm to rent his own farm, near Melbourne Iowa.
While we lived there, my 18 year old brother, Harold , was killed on Iwo Jima in WWII.

It was during this time, living at Melbourne, that Dad got a call from Hobe Hunter, a Milking Shorthorn
breeder from Kansas, that had been hired to work with Fred McMurray's Milking Shorthorn cattle in California.
He wanted Dad to come out and be herdsman for the herd , "as Hobe told Dad - "you know how to care for cat-
tle." I remember Mom and Dad talking about it, and I wondering what it would be like to go to school in Cali-
fornia, I was 7-8 at the time. They were very serious about the offer, as the money was good, and Dad would be
working with Milking Shorthorns. But , in the end, Dad decided it best to be with his own cattle, and declined.
Fred McMurray, was at the 1951 National show at Indianapolis, Indiana, and presented me with the jr. cham-
pion trophy on Mysha LuleBelle. Shortley after that, because of tax purposes, McMurray sold the Milking
Shorthorns, and had Angus, and Mom and Dad knew they had made the right decision.

And so, Dad and Mom sold all they cows they had to, to put a down payment on a farm at St. Anthony in 1946.
The Mysha Herd continued. MY standing for the first 2 letters of my mother's name, SHA standing for Shaver .
Dad thought about naming it the Revah farm, but someone else had used that idea (most of Shaver turned
around) and he wanted to be more original

Dad so enjoyed all aspects of the breed. He would sing or whistle while cleaning out barns, he liked to have
them clean and bedded. It was not "work" to him. He was president in 1945 of AMSS, classifyer, breeder of
champions, and appreciated all the friendships. I remember he and Mr Hardy, Bill Dixson, Ray Schooley talk-
ing well into the night in our home when they came to visit. Talking cow history, sires, what had been good,
what to watch, knowing all names and birthdates. (Mom always said Dad knew all the birthdates of every cow-
calf-bull - but had to stop and think about the birthdates of his children).

In the early 1990's a tornado took the New Providence Dairy Barn away, till there was not a splinter of anything
to be found. In the early 1980's , lighting struck the barn at St. Anthony, and within a short time there was
nothing of it.

Dad first showed at the Iowa State Fair for Mr. Clampitt in 1928, and never missed showing from then on, ex-
cept the 2 years there was no fair because of the war. This year, his great, great grandson will show in the novice
showmanship class at the Iowa State Fair, which will be the 5th generation from the family that has shown in
the arena. Memorys are many!!! Marcia of Mysha
