I am a fourth generation Milking Shorthorn 

breeder. My father, David, and I operate Tres Colles Farm. Growing up on a dairy 

farm, I joined 4 -H at age nine, participated with the group to organize the National 

Milking  Shorthorn Jr. Society in the  70ôs and Iôm currently co-advisor of the AMSS 

Jr. Society, as well as, President of the Ohio Milking Shorthorn Society.  Iôm also in-

volved  with Farm Bureau and PDCA. 

I earned a Bachelorôs Degree in Education from Ohio University and a Masterôs from 

the College of Mount St. Joseph.  Presently, Iôm in my 29th year of teaching and plan 

to retire in May 2011. Then I can pursue my hobbies of cooking, reading, traveling and 

cow related events. 

Family is very important to me. Iôm the oldest of five children, (Sheryl, Susan, Sandra and David Jr.). I have 12 

nieces and nephews, and soon to be fourteen great nieces and nephews. Many of them have attended National 

conventions and shows and help out at the farm. 

We currently have over a hundred head, all registered Milking Shorthorn.  When my dad had his leg removed 

four years ago, we moved the dairy herd  to Emerald Farms Ayrshire Herd.

If I had to sum up my  highlights with Milking Shorthorn cattle, I would have  to include: ñThe Fireò that ended 

the North American Show in Columbus, the flood that cancelled the All -American a few years ago, traveling to 

England with Shirley Harris to see Milking Shorthorns, visiting with many fine dairy herds and sharing meals 

with breeders from across the U.S. , serving on the national board and working on a family farm. 

   My name is John W Anderson. I am a 2 term Director from upstate New York. I purchased my first Shorthorn 

40 yrs ago from Stuart Rowe for $200.00 (try that now), and started showing. I became friends with John Rowe 

and went to work for them one summer and never left until I went into the Army. I spent 24 yrs in the military 

and retired from Fort Drum, NY. My wife Kirsten and I purchased Lake Effect farm and Kirsten opened her Vet-

erinary practice so we decided to remain in NY.    In 2001 I went back home to Stuart's and traded hoof trim-

ming for 5 heifers that Stuart picked out for me (as heifers none of them ever won a class, thanks Stuart). What 

he had done, was to give us a foundation for some great cow families. My favorite cow is Innisfail KO Lady 0174, 

She made 100,000lbs of milk in 3.5 lactations and gave us 2 great heifers. As a three yr old she beat Stuart and 

Marjorie at Madison. We now have 34 Shorthorns and my wife thinks that's enough (we'll see) we have 10 milk-

ing at  a friendôs tie stall barn and the heifers and dry cows are kept at our farm. 

     We have 5 children Nikki, Jennifer, John, Daniel and Chris. (Kirsten said I make 6) All are married except 

Chris. He spent 2 tours in Iraq and is now going to school at West Virginia. Our son John will be going to Af-

ghanistan in June.

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The January Genetic evaluations were relatively quiet with the largest changes being accounted for by the base change. The 

one AI bull that came up relative to the general population was Vinra Frost Ted who is now tied for number six on the PPR 

ranking. 

One bull that appears with more information this time is the 37000 Illawarra sire Lemon Grove Biestar-ET. Coming in at Num-

ber 10 on the PPR list Biestar makes very dairy, long bodied two year olds lacking in depth of rib and stature. As two-year olds 

the udders are deep but well attached. As second calf heifers the Biestars add height, length and width. The udders do not 

change much: adding a bit of capacity but staying well above the hocks. Biestar improves both butterfat and protein percent-

ages. Biestar daughters require a bit of patience but appear to be worth the wait. Biestar is sired by Venvale Prince, perhaps the 

best Illawarra sire in recent memory before Silverleigh Red Monarch came on the scene. Semex imported Biestar but unless 

your local truck has some none is available from Semex.  

At number 13 on the PPR list this time is Clayside Milk Money. With a +1,346 milk, Milk Money has the highest fluid produc-

tion for any full herd book bull. Sired by the Vinra Glen Frost son Clayside Excaliber, Milk Money brings a different combina-

tion of genetics to the farm. On the top Excaliberôs dam is a Clayside Incredible Genes. On the bottom Milk Money is out of 

the tremendous milk machine Clayside Destiny Bel 8X11-EXP V87. Sired by Wildwood Kay Destiny-ET, a full brother to the 

better known Wildwood Kays Derek-ET, Bel 8X11 had a string of good records up to a top of 30,000 made in the Oklahoma 

sun. Milk Money daughters are very wet, honest milk cows that produce pounds of milk effortlessly from strength. Early data 

indicates that Milk Money should be protected on udder depth and for best advantage look to the shaper, cleaner boned cow for 

a mate. Semen is available from Clark Von Tungeln 405-453-7467. 

An interesting 36000 bull at number 17 is Vinra Ted Otis. Sired by Vinra Frost Ted, Otis is out of a great cow family that is a 

blend of Milking Shorthorn, Holstein and Brown Swiss genetics, his dam was over 200,000 pounds lifetime. The Otis daugh-

ters are not the tallest but they are very correct with very neat, tight udders. It will be interesting to see how they develop. Se-

men is available from Steve Marak 405-279-2608.      

The first Kourt son to get a proof comes in at number 31. Ecuafarm Periôs Kaiser is out of the legendary Kingsdale Peri family. 

Kaiserôs dam is Kingsdale Peri 149th 2E90. Sired by Mericrest Outlaw, Peri 149th has records to 4/02 3x 365d 33,800m 3.1% 

1,045f 3.0% 1,017p. Kaiserôs proof is early at this point but the leading numbers show promise that, like his sire, Kaiser will 

lower Somatic Cell Count while lifting Productive Life. In contrast to his sire Kaiser sires daughters with a bit more scope, 

sharper boned and with more uniformly attached udders. Semen is available from Fabian Almeida 817-253-5224.  

Perhaps the most widely discussed Milking Shorthorn sire to get a proof in the last few years is Kuszmar Megadeth. Continuing 

his climb up the PPR list Megadeth is now at number 39. The Meagdeth daughters continue to improve with age. The 

Megadethôs are tall, well-balanced cattle with width from end to end yet having enough angularity at the shoulder. Yet the trait 

that stands out the most on the Megadeth daughters is the height and width of the rear udders. It might be safe to say that at this 

time of any Milking Shorthorn bull perhaps the best rear udder fixer going is Megadeth (the rest of the udders are not shabby 

either). The one area of concern for Megadeth is in Somatic Cell Count, he really needs to be protected on this trait in matings.

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Memories by Stuart Roweé.. 

My own recollections of John B. Gage - remember there were 

two John Gages: John B., the father, and John C., the son, each 

of whom served as president of the Society and both were law-

yers.  John B. was primarily responsible for putting the infa-

mous Pendergas (sp?) gang in prison.  They were the  mob that 

ran Kansas City politics for years before meeting up with the 

likes of John B. Gage.  He was elected mayor of Kansas City on 

the strength of these exploits.  The Gages had a farm outside 

Kansas City at Eudora, Kansas, as I remember, where they had 

a Milking Shorthorn herd.  I recall one of their homebred cows , 

Duallyn Juniper, being named Grand Champion at the 1939 

Worldôs Fair held on Treasure Island on the San Francisco Bay 

(which commemorated the completion of the Golden Gate 

Bridge, the longest suspension bridge of its time and still a 

world -wide attraction).  John B. Gageôs Milking Shorthorn con-

nections would serve the Society well when Milking Shorthorn 

breeders wanted to separate from the parent Shorthorn Asso-

ciation.  The MS members were unable to retrieve their fair 

share of the assets and the controversy wound up in court 

where the Association lawyers found they were no match for the 

ñman who jailed the mob in Kansas Cityò!   

John C. Gage introduced the red and white genetics to the Dual-

lyn herd in an effort put more milk in the breed.  He was 

pleased with results and favored opening up our Herd Book to 

include some outside blood.  Since Illawarra importations were 

still stymied by ñred tapeò at the time, the idea met with some 

favor.  A committee was formed which included John C., Keith 

King, and myself among others.  John C. favored a very liberal 

approach while Keith was much more conservative.  Dr. Clint 

Meadows, a well-known dairy cattle geneticist from Michigan 

State University, suggested a middle of the road solution which 

he felt would incorporate enough new blood to be beneficial 

without losing our breed identity.  I wrote up an ñExperimentalò 

plan (what EXP initially stood for) based on Meadowôs observa-

tions which was accepted nearly intact at the next board meet-

ing.  John C. would leave the Society shortly thereafter to form 

the Red & White Association while the Illawarra importations, 

through the efforts of some Oklahoma breeders, were on the 

horizon and would temporarily slow the use of red Holstein 

breeding. The Gage-bred Duallyn Lukeós Majesty, a 50% red 

and white bull, was the first bull ap-

proved for use in the program.  Al-

though Keith King used ñLukeôs Maj-

estyò in the beginning, he shifted to the 

Illawarras entirely until the  mating 

that produced the legendary sire, 

Kingsdale Enhancer 36000.   At In-

nisfail, we wholeheartedly embraced all 

programs from the start even though 

one prominent breeder said we were  

mongrelizingò the breed.  At least so far 

it has worked out fairly satisfactorily 

for us! 

Thoughts from Jim King, Illinois... 

  We are a little short on memories re: John Gage.  Mom said she 

remembered Dad coming home from Kansas City and talking 

about how they had a police escort and flew through the traf-

fic.  He always told me about how Mr Gage was responsible for 

breaking up the Pendergast gang that controlled the politics of 

the Kansas City area and was very corrupt.  Harry Truman got his 

start with the Pendergast machine.   

Recollection from Marcia Floyd: 

A story about John Gage... In the early 1940's when we lived at 
New Providence, at the Ralph Clampitt farm, selling bulls for 

breeding was a viable piece of raising them. When ever some one 
stopped by, if am, they were invited for dinner. If pm, they were 
invited in for coffee and pie. (There were 5 kids at home then.) 

Mom was a worker, helping with the milking, garden, chickens 
and all, but also a great cook. Obviously, she looked like a 
"farmer". She always made do. But one day, when Dad told her at 

11:30 there would be 2 men for dinner  -- and that one was the 
mayor of Kansas City, John Gage, she did not take well to it. She 
was dressing chickens that day - and the kitchen and she looked 

like a mess. She fixed dinner for 1:00 instead of the normal 12:00. 
Later, they talked back and forth about that day, laughing, but it 

was not a laughing matter that day with her!  

John Gage told them, there was a political organization in Kansas 
City he was not fond of, and it was being led by a Harry Truman 

and called the Pendergast group. From that day on, my Dad did 
not like Harry Truman, never did, and when elected president, 
thought it was the end of the world. Dad had a lot of respect for 

John Gage.  

Milking Shorthorn Pioneer: Kansas City Mayoré        

  John B. Gage  1887-1970   

Dubbed the ñclean up Mayorò, John Gage was a 3 term 

mayor of Kansas City, from 1940-1946. His task was to 

clean up the remnants of ñthe dirty thirtiesò and the cor-

ruption of town boss Tom Pendergast. He institured fair, 

honest government with no monkey business, by bring in 

the merit system (exams for all city employees). Still 

working at age 82, he was struck by a motorist while 

crossing the street on his way to work. 
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NUMBER OF MILKING SHORTHORNS YOU CURRENTLY OWN :  There's currently close to 1400 Milking Shorthorns at the 
farm. 

PLEASE DESCRIBE YOUR MANAGEMENT SET -UP/BREEDING DIRECTION (FREESTALL, TIESTALL, COW/CALF, 
GRASS -BASED, TYPE, SHOW, ILLAWARA, NATIVE, CROSSBREEDING, PRODUCTION, COMPONENTS, PARLOR, 
HOUSING, ETC .):   It is mainly  a freestall/open lot combination.   We are breeding mainly for red and white dairy cattle at the farm with 
major emphasis on Milking Shorthorn and Ayrshires.   Cattle are shown mainly at the Southwestern Livestock Exposition in Fort Wor th 
and local county shows.  We breed mainly for production, and used outside genetics to achieve that.  Outside genetics influencing our 
breeding program are Scandinavian (SRB and NRB), Illawarra and New Zealand genetics.  Other breeds used in our program are mainly 
Red and White Holsteins and Ayrshires. 

ANY INFORMATION YOUôD LIKE TO SHARE ABOUT YOUR OPERATION? (RHA, AWARDS, COW FAMILIES, EX-
PERIENCES WITH MILKING SHORTHORNS ):  There are many cow families that have been developed and extended at the 
farm.   One of the most exciting is the cow family of Ecuafarm Outlaw Rambo.  His dam was Quinns Peerless Raisen, VG 88, EX 
MS;  Raisen was the daughter of an EX Maxine Mike cow.  A Dusty Glen daughter of Raisen is Ecuafarm Dusty Glen Royal, EX 90, EX 
MS.  She has been very influential in the herd with her own daughter Ecuafarm Koyote Reina, EX 92, EX MS, who has been shown in 
Madison at WDE and who has a son coming from Glenvale Honeymoons Academy.  Royal also has a Kuszmar Mudslinger son that was 
born this past fall, and will be used extensively.  Royal also had a Mysha Othello's Nugget son, Ecuafarm Nugget Roman, that was used at 
the farm with many daughters calving this Spring.  Reina has also a red 2yr old daughter by Kaihere Milky Boy from New Zealand. 

WHAT IS IN YOUR SEMEN TANK RIGHT NOW ?  A lot of different bulls.   We have many of our own bulls that we have been using 
quite heavy out of influential cow families.   The most heavily used bull at the moment is Ecuafarm Peris Kaiser, a Kourt son of Kingsdale 
Peri 149th, an EX 90 Outlaw daughter of the Peri cow family.  Other bulls are Blissful O.K. Scofield, son of Meghan's Academy and 
EX Blissful Pepper Sophia, Ecuafarm BJ Don Juan EXP, son of the SRB bull, B Jurist and perennial # 1 Milking Shorthorn cow until  her 
death, Rosecrest Dottie, EX 90; and Spungold-R logic Paddy, perhaps the most dairy, tall and stylish of the 3 sons of Logic and Poppy ( I 
had the opportunity to see pictures of all 3 bulls before I bought him).   He's siring very stylish heifers himself.   Other heavy used bulls in 
the tank are: Boundless (UK), Logic (Rebel 9th and Lucy), Famous, Lothario, Adam P, Rambo, Royal Treble, Pistol Pete, Redrama, 
Marvery, Othello  and K-Clay. 

WHO IS YOUR ñGO-TOò SIRE AT THE MOMENT? It is Ecuafarm Peris Kaiser  for sure.  by far he gets used on almost any cow, 
specially now that Kourt is no longer available, and very little semen remains in the field.  

 IN THE MATERNITY PEN ï WHO IS SIRING THE CALVES HITTING THE GROUND AT THE MOMENT ? There are some 
very nice calves being born to Jeb, the Othello son of the influential Northwest cow  Rosecrest Jujube, EX 90.  Most of my young calves 
are sired by Bar-D Krause's Fawn's C.D.,  who was heavily used in the past 2 years at Ecuafarm.  There are many daughters out of Poker 
(Frolic x Poppy), Ace (B Jurist x Accent), Clayside Milk Money ( Excaliber son). 

IN THE BARN ï WHO IS SIRING IMPRESSIVE TWO YEAR OLDS? We have some very interesting 2 year olds.  Some of the 
nicest ones come from Ecuafarm Peris Kaiser and Clayside Milk Money.  Many CD daughters due to calve pretty soon are very impressive.
